INTRODUCTION

INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE STARTING

before rtarting

Identify and account far each part.by placing it an the
LAYOUT SHEET (page 2). This will indicate, at a glance,
whether any parts are missing, (See instructions at bottom
of last sheet to order missing parts.)

randing

MOTE: When using sandpaper, remember that the higher
the grit number, the finer the finish,

A Cne sanding method that has proved successtul is the
use of a sanding platform. Tape a sheet of sandpaper of the
proper grit size to a hard flat surface such as a table tap or
wood block. Press down lightly and mowve the piece to be
sanded in the same direction as the wood grain until the
surface is smooth, Take care not to round any edges or
corners of the pieces.

B. Before assembly, sand all the outer surfaces of individual
parts with 220 grit sandpaper, or finer, paying particular
attention to edges that will be exposed after assembly.

gluing

A Glue should be applied in small amounts 10 both surfaces
being joined, On end cuts, it may be necessary to apply a
second coat of glue before joining the parts.

B. To ensure a tight fit, squeezs axcess glue out of the joints
by holding glued parts together with either clamps, rubber
bands ar by placing weights on the parts,

C. Wipe off excess glue promptly with a damp cloth.

D, Besure a glued assembly has dried thoroughly before
adding any more parts.

NOTE: All parts must be compbately dry befare procesding,

H, Amamble mullions (se: DETAIL B, page 3} &s Toliows.

NOTE: a. After mulliors are painted, stanc wvertically and allow to diry,

b, Use a toothpick 10 deposit small amounts of glue on ends of mullions only, Do not glue
wntire surface of mullion,

. When gluing mullians 1o windows ba sure of position belore placing on plastlc window as
any siding action may deposit unwanted plua on plastic window surface,

1. Paint mullions |pars no, B) with a high quality paint of your chaice.
NOTE: All mullicns must be completely dry before proceeding,
2. Place asmambled DETAIL B face down on alignment pattern no. 2 (e ALIGNMENT, pags 51,

NOTE: For precision work, place entire mutlion on sarface of window and align with allgnment pattern
befow, Cutand glue piece by piece allowing sach mullion to dry before proceeding. When gluing use
tha alignment patiern for exact locations.
